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Click It or Ticket Enforcement Period Begins

Williston, N.D.- Law enforcement across the state will have extra patrols from November 1 through
December 13 for the Click It or Ticket campaign enforcing the state seat belt law. Seat belts save lives and
continue to be the single most effective way to prevent injury and death in a motor vehicle crash.

In 2017, one unbelted vehicle occupant died every seven days in North Dakota.

“There are zero excuses for not wearing your seat belt,” says Williston Police Chief David Peterson. “It
doesn’t matter how far you are going, putting on your seat belt needs to be the first thing you do in your
vehicle.”

This campaign is part of the Vision Zero strategy to eliminate motor vehicle crash fatalities and serious
injuries on North Dakota roads.
